March is NARFE-PAC month.  (Excerpts from www.narfe.org ï 9 March 2009) 

NARFEôs Political Action Committee, ñis a separate fund used for electoral purposes. In 
complete compliance with the Federal Elections Campaign Act, NARFE-PAC assembles the 
voluntary contributions of NARFE members in order to support congressional candidates with 
proven records of serving the vital interests of nearly five million active and retired federal 
employees. 

NARFE-PAC uses a jury system, evidence and such factors as committee assignment to 
determine which requesting House and Senate incumbents to support. Less often, NARFE-
PAC supports a non-incumbent candidate with evident financial resources who is challenging 
an incumbent or running for an open seat. The former is most often driven by an incumbentôs 
poor voting record; the latter, by extraordinary candidate outreach to NARFE leaders and 
activists. 

Cycle Success 

During the 2007-2008 election cycles, NARFE-PAC received 41,097 contributions averaging 
$23.33. With those funds, it supported 272 congressional candidates, including debt-retirement 
contributions to two successful 2005-2006 Senate candidates. At least 252 of the 270 won 
election (93 percent). Seven of the 12 NARFE-PAC-supported challengers defeated the 
incumbent (58 percent). In open seats, the consultative process NARFE uses was very 
successful. Fifteen of the 19 open-seat candidates earning NARFE-PAC support won (nearly 
79 percent).ò
