At the 2010 Federation Convention the
Delegates from Area 1V elected me to serve as Area Vice President. A brief recap of my
history follows. In 2000 i retired from the U. S. Postal Service. | was an officer with the
National Association of Postal Supervisors (NAPS) for many years.

| have been a member of NARFE since 2002. John Lancaster visited the NAPS State
Convention to recruit new members. He also had a drawing to give away a one-year
membership to NARFE. I won the free vear membership and have been active ever since.
